Leads Church to Serve Community 

     The Women’s Ministry at Coit 
has sponsored several service 
projects at The Renucci  Hospi-
tality  House, which is a ministry 
providing affordable, homelike 
accommodations for families 
whose loved ones are hospital-
ized with serious illness or inju-
ries at Helen DeVos Children’s 
Hospital and other Spectrum 
Health hospitals in Grand Rap-
ids.  Many of the families are 
from out of town or state and are 
not familiar with Grand Rapids, 
so after sitting in a hospital room 
all day and or night it can add 
more stress if they need to seek 
out food for meals.                               
     The Renucci House has sev-
eral areas where a group or indi-
viduals can serve; donations of 
food, financial donations, greet-
ers in their library, or meal prepa-
rations. We have chosen to serve 
as a group in the way of donat-
ing, preparing and serving 
enough food for 50 people.  This 
year we have prepared and 
served two dinners and one Sat-
urday morning breakfast. 
     Our times of serving these 
families have been amazingly 
rewarding.   As a group we have 
been humbled as we’ve worked 
together as a team serving oth-
ers that are facing very difficult 
times.  Our lives have been 

touched as many of those families 
told their stories, shared their jour-
neys with us, and allowed us to 
pray with them, asking God to re-
veal Himself to them and to touch 
their loved one and the doctors as 
they continue have surgeries or  
tests.  What a privilege to have 
someone invite you into their pain, 
and share their fears and hopes.  
We also took many opportunities to 
bring laughter, joy, and music into 
the environment, and for some it 
was the first time in days that they 
had laughed or just relaxed to a 
meal and music. 

     Our men and women that have 
served at Renucci have been  in-
credibly blessed. The cards and 
letters that some of the families 
have sent once they are home, to 
say “thank you”, are so touching 
and remind us that the best way to 
feed your soul is to serve others in 
the love of Christ for His glory.   
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
